Honest
repentance and prayer, however, are essential to faithfully observing what is the beginning of the Catholic
year.

One way to celebrate is to go to confession and take a friend who has not been in a while. Make it a warm
and welcoming experience for them.

Hosting a Christmas party, not for close friends but for members of the community and those in need, is
another way to celebrate the season. Invite friends you have not seen in a long time, or perhaps someone
with whom you had a disagreement.

If you are in the position to really bless someone, help someone in need with a utility bill, or help a family
that may be struggling to have a Merry Christmas with gift cards to a grocery store and a department
store. However the Holy Spirit acts upon you be sure to demonstrate it. You will have a merry Christmas
yourself if you reach out and help someone who cannot repay you. What a blessing!

Focus on Jesus

Advent is also an excellent time to focus our children’s attention on Jesus instead of on presents. Be an
example to them by fasting, praying as a family, and repenting. Show them the true spirit and joy of
Christmas by doing for others and having a humble attitude.
